On August 15, 2005 | began my ministry here at &€l€hurch serving as Senior Pas
But this five-year anniversary also marks anothgrartant stage in our life together.
When | began my ministry here | spoke to the Cdwarail the congregation of my ho
to complete ten years of ministry among you. & jood Lord is willing, | can retire at 67 and
find other ways to serve God and my community. Nloat | have reached the half way mark of
my ministry at Christ Church, it is a good timestep back and reflect upon the past five years
and outline some of what | envision for the remamaf my ministry here.



| note for historical purposes that even ten yeéarsinistry here at Christ Church is a relatively
short period of time. In the 277 year history af tongregation | am only the"1&enior Pastor,

a very small number over such a span of time. Md#mgy predecessors had very lengthy terms
of office, some close to fifty years! But while &kin number, these past few years have been
filled with some real challenges. Let me brieflytlowe a few.

A. Because of our Sunday worship attendance, C8hstch ranks in the top 10% of large
congregations in the ELCA. Yet the religious cudtaround us continues to change
dramatically and the very existence of a largeanrimain-line congregations such as ours
has been challenged by more and more of the magatas found in suburban and
sometimes multi-site entities. Given that we hawmained our membership and
attendance contrary to the trends of other arosime ismall feat. And we have done it by
remaining faithful to the ancient liturgy of the @bh. | believe that this liturgy and the
reverence with which we conduct it, is one of tbasons that a number of new members
have chosen to come and join us as they seek tysieng and majesty in worship that
they cannot seem to find in a praise band!

B. Along with our ancient but Lutheran liturgicalggatices | hope that my teaching over the
years, especially on a variety of Lutheran isshas,been helpful to building our common
life together. | have loved teaching Bible stuedgding Sunday morning classes or
teaching at a congregation retreat and thereblyatesmy faith and passion with so many.

C. We have been blessed by the new members thatjtiaed us over the past few years.
We have more young children and babies than im@fione and, as a result, we have a
sense of excitement and hope for the future.

D. We have also been able to tackle the many odstg property issues which faced me
when | came. The steeple was the most obvious dedoop we also have worked hard to
clean up the courtyard area, the lower narthexCtiméstian Education wing and many
other parts of the building. We have instituted@gpam of preventive maintenance to
address issues before they reach crititass. We have painted and decorated numerous
areas to make our whole building look more attvactbright and airy.

E. The construction of the columbarium and the tgpraent of other areas in the courtyard
for burials of cremated remains will prove to b&gnificant step. These options will not
only provide an opportunity for members to be badiragthin the grounds of the church
that they so dearly love but it will also providstaady stream of revenue for the church
for many years into the future.

F. We have also worked hard to get our Child Caet€& running smoothly and secured
certification as a Keystone Star provider, a majep forward which speaks to the
quality of the programming provided there.

G. Finally, I would note the purchase of both Zeond 39 East King Street. While the
economic downturn has prevented us from develogiag, we were able to secure this
important part of our history for a very small cdgeanwhile, 39 East King Street has
already been a source of revenue over the past Vieiaer's, which has helped our overall
budget.

H. Not everything over the past few years has lieehThe economic downtown hit us all
hard, and Christ Church was no exception. Foraag IChrist Church had been living



beyond its means and so when the downturn cameene faced with some tough
decisions. The result was a radical readjustmentipbudget. We slashed more than
$110,000 from our salary line item alone and yetenfoom our overall budget. The end
result was a realignment of our staffing resouaras$ a reexamination of our overall
ministry. This was not always easy, particularlyneshad to let staff go, and we are far
from implementing the new staffing pattern, busimoving in the right direction. While
our budget has significantly decreased since | came, while we are far from achieving
a fully balanced budget, we are more fiscally sdban before.

| also consider that the re-establishment ofitibern progranat Christ Church to have
been a blessing both for me and the congregatiormugh this program we have the
opportunity to help form and shape future leadéth® Church, and, therefore, to help
provide ministry to God’s people in many ways. Eatkthe interns we have had has
brought with them different gifts and graces, amhelieve that they have blessed us and
our ministry through their time with us.

But if that is the past five years, let me now ttorsome things that | would like to see us
accomplish in the remaining five years of my minjigstmong you.

1.

I would like to see us fully implement the readsstaffing that we have spent the past two
years putting in place. This will call for us to tlongs in a different way and change the
expectations that previously existed regarding bawministries are operated.

We need to achieve full fiscal stability. Wenoat continue producing deficit budgets.

To help with our budget we need to reinvigoaie stewardship program and begin to
talk openly and honestly about what needs to be dopractice good stewardship so
that this congregation can move confidently intaGduture.

| want to see Zion developed into a vital arable part of our community to perhaps
include a play area for our children and office agwtal space in other parts of the
building.

| would like to see us develop new small groupistry programs — Bible study and book
groups in various places; finding new and excitiays of seeking out new ministry
opportunities; and to work with groups in our conmityithat we have not so far reached.

| would like to find additional ways to develdpe spiritual life of the congregation —
more weekday opportunities for worship (Eucharrghe daily offices); more times for
prayer; more teaching and training for folks ireatgthening their lives of faith.

In a congregation which is so geographicallgegpread, | want to find ways in which
we deliberately strengthen the sense of communityray us.

Since our congregation is also demographichiigrse with a good mixture of folks
from all age groups, | would like to find ways topide programs to meet the needs of
this diverse population.



9. My most immediate priority this year is to ralize our Christian Education program
and to strengthen our Youth activities.

10. I would hope to address other outstanding ptgpesues. Our 1812 fence on George
Street needs some serious care and attention agldoeetaining wall on Mason Alley.

11. We need to find ways to address the many issugsonting our Church today. A new
Lutheran body will be formed in August, and even Bresiding Bishop has said that the
ELCA is irreparably and irretrievably broken. Thésenuch uncertainty and even much
fear. In the midst of all this we should find wagdive together and work together for
the sake of this congregation that we all love.

All of these however are simply lists and paleamparison to those things which stand at the
core of my ministry both in the past and into thufe. You have called me among you to
preach God’s Word and to administer His Holy Sa@mais: You have called me to teach; to
conduct pastoral care and concern for our sickd agérm and dying. You have called me to
provide instruction for new members, training ie tatechism for our young people, instruction
for those receiving baptism or getting marriedstort you have called me to be your pastor.
Over the past five years it has been my greatéisibgilo these things and | remain grateful for
the faith and the trust you have placed in me ttheése things. It is a great gift and a great
responsibility and | do not take it lightly.

So as | know that you have prayed for me duringeHest five years, | covet your prayers for
the remaining years of my ministry among you. Weehauch to do, and if | thought that the
first five years went fast, | suspect that the riswe will fly by. So let us walk forward together
in faith, confident that the Lord Jesus is guidamgl directing us through the power of His
promised Holy Spirit. Let us seek to continue asmmunity of faithful believers, living as
sisters and brothers in all peace, truth and love.

Thisosel of the book's two major sections also
includes prophecies of a new creation in God's@larfuture kingdom.

Tradition ascribes the Book of Isaiah to a singlthar, Isaiah himself. Modern scholarship
suggests the text has two or three authors. Ttas daithor or authors, and their work or works,
are known as Deutero- or Second Isaiah and Tritdhad Isaiah respectively.

- One sturdy cloth bag approximately 12" X 14" witbth handles or drawstring closure (see below
for downloadable patterns)

HEALTH KITS
People who must flee their homes quickly often dbhave time to pack essential items. Health kits ¢
help refugees maintain personal hygiene while ¢iymexile. ltems may also contribute to a newtstar
those who can return home.
Include the following items in each health kit:
- One hand towel, dark color recommended
- One washcloth, dark color recommended
- One bath-size bar (4 to 5 0z.) of soap, any briamits original wrapping
- One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging
- One sturdy comb, remove packaging
- One metal nail file or nail clippers with file attzed, remove packaging (do not substitute
cardboard emery boards for the file)
- Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand), preferably 142"3/4"; secure together with a rubber band
Do not add other items or leave out any of the itemlisted. All items should be new and in good
condition. Wrap smaller items in the washcloth; pwaashcloth and remaining items in the towel aad ti
securely with ribbons or yarn. Do not enclose tit@kany of its contents in plastic bags.

SEWING KITS
Each year, Lutheran World Relief distributes thauisaof sewing kits overseas. Many are used in
vocational training programs to teach young menwoishen sewing skills that they can use to earn an
income.
Include the following items in each sewing kit:
- Cotton or cotton-blend fabric (no knits or 100%ymaiter); fabric should have no stains or holes
and be cut into a piece measuring:
2 Y yards of 60" wide fabric, or
- 3 yards of 44" wide fabric, or
- 4 yards of 36" wide fabric
- One package of about 10-15 needles for hand seweeglles purchased in larger packages can be
divided by inserting 12 needles into a swatch tifdiethick fabric)
- One spool of matching thread, 250-300 yards
- Six to 10 average-size matching buttons (1/2" #&3)3dreferred); attach buttons to a card or string
together with yarm or heavy cord
Do not add other items or leave out any of the itemlisted. All items should be new and in good
condition. Wrap sewing notions inside fabric ardwith string, yarn, or strip of fabric. Do not évse
the kit or any of its contents in plastic bags.
