IN-GROUND VAULTS INSTALLED

Recently the second part of our Memorial Gardefeptacame to fulfilment with the

installation of the 390 in-ground vaults. Theselisawill each be able to hold one set of

cremated remains in an urn. The vaults have beseglin the grass area on the south side of the
church facing the garden bench. If a person chatée$orm of burial there is no name marker

at that site. However a person can choose to lerertame inscribed on the plaques found on
the wall of the church in the lower part of the dgard. A black granite marker with a quotation
from Scripture will be placed under the tree to kithe spot where the vaults can be found.

Remember that there are three options for the lofrieremated remains within the grounds of
the church. The first is the Columbarium with bsihgle and companion niches. The second is
in the vaults described above. And the third isddulirectly into the ground in the designated
area known as the Memorial Garden which is alsatexton the South end of the building next
to the vault area.

To date we have sold six of the spaces in the Cloduimm and one space for burial in the
Memorial Garden.

- = Reger’'s extensive output spans the gamut of musicais and styles. His music is

catalogued to Opus 146, and many works are catatbgithout an opus number.

His love for organ is clearly showed in his comgoss. Large scale fantasias on

chorales, many free works, and other pieces fomenctire of his organ literature. From

these compositions, Reger showed a particularasten chorales. “The Protestants don’t know
what musical treasures they have in their chorales$ often repeated by Reger himself. At
least three sets of his works, Opus 67, 79b, abd,l&e based on chorale melodies.

Opus 135a forms a unique set in Reger’s outputtt¥vriafter a seven year pause in organ
composition, it may be the most simple and unadbiset of his organ works. It is said that
Reger attained ‘the necessary balance between thequirements of the liturgy and his own
personal harmonic wishes. While the melody is preskdistinctly and without any arabesques
in the discant, middle voice or bass, the voicelileg of the other parts provides an un-
constrained harmonic interpretation of the choralea subjective and yet generally valid
manner”. In these chorale settings, he departed fis usual personal style of creating works
that were large-scale forms, including many famtasin the same chorales.

Reger's work is deeply expressive, often times veeysonal, through his use of harmonies,
chromaticism and other subtle musical nuances.
